It is already far longer than the provisional and unpublished
listing of albatross citations made by A.J. Williams and others
in 1988.

Currently my file holdsover 11 200 fully keyworded citations,
but will probably require 4000 more before it can be regarded
as substantially complete, when | intend making it electroni-
cally available. Apart from minor items published in local

natural history society journals and magazines, bird observa-
tory reports and the like, the main gaps are with the early
Scandinavian and Russian litertaure. Much of thelatter islisted
in Bianchi’s ‘ Faune de la Russe’ (1913).
